Note that the AKC does not allow
training on the grounds during AKC sponsored events. Training membership holders are expected to volunteer to help at club events
or BRG sponsored workdays during the current training year. The volunteer expectation is 24 hours for individuals and 48 hours for
families where both adults are involved in training/running dogs.
